Some of this outstanding work was done by a number of very talented students of English
in Year 9 Girls 2. They are currently studyinga P aulo Coelho novel entitted The Alchemist .

The students’ task was to present the three main ch  aracters in the novel — Santiago, the
Crystal Merchant and the Englishman - in a symbolic light, utilising both their sense of
creativity and their perception of the characters’ roles within the novel.

Dreams, symbols, signs and adventure in ~ The Alchemist follow the reader like echoes of
ancient wise voices. The Alchemist is a novel that combines an atmosphere of medieval
mysticism with the song of the desert. With this s ymbolic masterpiece, Coelho states that
we should not avoid our destinies and urges people to follow their dreams because to find
our “Personal Myth” and our mission on Earth is the way to find “God,” meaning happi-
ness, fulfilment and the ultimate purpose of creat ion.

Reach Out To Asia Trip to Nepal

AJA students and 6 other schools in Qatar volunteer ed last November in a Reach Out To

The second project took place in the Shree Bhomesho  wr Secondary School located on the
Dampus Mountain. There are 320 students from 9 vill ages studying in this school, but
there are only 12 teachers to cover all educational needs. We had to hike for 2 hours to get
to the school; afterwards we helped to paint the sc hool's library, donated books and other
educational material and conducted educational work shops.

The third project was conducted in the Shree Balkal ~ yan Primary School in Pokhara area. It
is the school that suffered in the past by the loss of one of the pupils that drowned in the

river located by the school, as there was no barrie  r there to protect the children. ROTA had

already built a fence and a library and this time w e helped them to paint the school and the

library, conduct several workshops with the student s and spent some fun time with them.

The people in Nepal warmly welcomed us and we loved spending our week with the young
students. Our gesture as insignificant as it seemed gave them hope and it opened our eyes
to a whole different world. This trip required alo  t of patience and effort, we ended up com-
pletely exhausted on many occasions, but in the end it was all worth it.
